RE: 2011 CIB Task Force Appointments

forces that review, score and rank Capital Improvement Budget (CIB) project proposals for the
upcoming CIB budget process. The task forces are comprised of representatives from the city's
17 planning districts and the CIB Committee.

Each district council may submit a representative and alternate for each of the three task forces:
Community Facilities, Streets & Ultilities and Residential & Economic Development.

We strongly encourage district councils to identify individuals to serve as a member and
alternate for each task force. The success of St. Paul's capital budget process depends on
citizen participation, and having each district consistently represented on each task force is
important.

Office), Jimmy Gerding, Sam Hanson of East Side Neighborhood Development Company
(ESNDC).

Chair David Syers called the meeting to order and welcomed the guests.

1. The minutes of the December 7 CPED meeting were reviewed and approved.

2. VACANT BUILDINGS. Sam Hanson of the East Side Neighborhood Development Company
(ESNDC) presented information on the organization’s Vacant Building Action Team. Over
the past three years, he said, residents have volunteered to evaluate vacant buildings to
determine whether they were worth saving, which structures should be demolished and
which structures should be purchased because of possibilities for future redevelopment.
The recommendations are forwarded to city officials. The latest evaluation was done
between August and October of 2010 in an area covering roughly 25 blocks around the J. A.
Johnson Elementary School. Of the 33 buildings evaluated during that period, 13 were
recommended for demaolition. Hanson said the residents identify the buildings that are the
best possibilities for future redevelopment, and ESNDC urges the city to buy them. He said
about 95 were evaluated earlier; he did not have information with him at the meeting on
how many of those were recommended for demolition. District Five Chair Al Oertwig
moved that CPED support the report’s findings and recommendations. The motion was
seconded by Buzz Wilson and approved on a voice vote.

3. DULUTH CASE RECREATION CENTER. On Jan. 10, the St. Paul Parks and Recreation
Department will hold a public meeting on the proposed Park System Plan which includes
recommendations for closing this East Side recreation center. Committee Chair Syers,
noting earlier closings of other public facilities in District 5 and elsewhere on the East Side,
said residents should not have to lose more. The Payne Phalen District Five Planning



Council is on record in opposition to the closing. CPED Committee Member Regina Rippel
said a vicious cycle is created as the city fails to fix deteriorating areas in community
facilities. Fewer people use them because the neglect results in unsafe conditions, she said,
and the city cites declining use as an excuse for closing centers like Duluth Case. Buzz
Wilson suggested dedicating a percentage of activity fees to go to ongoing building
maintenance. CPED suggests a strategy of reinvestment at this location and does not
support closure of the center. District Five Chair Oertwig and leaders of two other
community organizations sent a letter opposing the proposed closing to the city’s Parks
and Recreation Department in November. Oertwig made a motion that District Five
reaffirm the letter as its position at the Jan. 10 hearing. The motion was seconded by
Cheryl Peterson and approved on a voice vote.

DANGEROUS INTERSECTIONS. Committee members briefly discussed data on the number
of auto crashes at major intersections in the city of St. Paul. Several of the intersections
with the most accidents included Maryland Avenue paired with various cross streets. Chair
Syers recommended that the discussion be continued to a future meeting when traffic
experts could attend to answer questions and otherwise explain the data. The continuance
was approved.

ALLEGED BAKERY VIOLATION. The committee received brief reports on informational
items. These included a notice to the proprietor of Don Panchos Bakery, 1248 Arcade St.
The St. Paul Department of Safety and Inspections is recommending action against the
bakery’s license based on alleged storage of bulk food in open bags. Unused food in open
bags should be transferred to approved, tightly-closed bulk containers, the notice says.
Andy Noble made a motion to send a letter documenting that D5 is aware of the violations
and while we are thankful to have the business in the neighborhood we expect the
business to adhere to ordinances and to rectify the violations immediately. The motion was
seconded by Al Oertwig and approved on a voice vote.

The meeting was adjourned.

INITIATION OF PLAN PREPARATION AND ZONING STUDY

AND FORMATION OF TASK FORCE

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes 462.351 ff. and 469.002, subd. 14, grants a municipality the
authority for the planning and redevelopment of lands; and

WHEREAS, Section 107.02 of the City of Saint Paul administrative code authorizes the Planning
Commission to organize and facilitate the preparation of planning studies and to transmit its
recommendations to the Mayor and to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, Section 107.04 of the City of Saint Paul administrative code authorizes the Planning
Commission to appoint task forces as advisory bodies to study technical issues identified by the
Commission and to report their findings to the Commission for its consideration; and

WHEREAS, several adopted small area plans and neighborhood plans have addressed planning
issues on the near East Side, including the Lower Dayton’s Bluff Small Area Plan (1992); amendments to
the Phalen Corridor Development Strategy for Westminster Junction (2001), the Phalen Middle Section
(2004) and Phalen Atlantic (2006); the Northeast Transit Corridor Development Plan (2005); Railroad
Island Small Area Plan update (2007); the Arcade Street Small Area Plan (2007); the East 7" Street
Design Guidelines (2009); and the Dayton’s Bluff District 4 Plan update (2009); and

WHEREAS, key recommendations in the Middle Section amendment to the Phalen Corridor
Development Strategy are no longer germane or have been implemented; specifically, the 3M
manufacturing use was discontinued and the site acquired by the St. Paul Port Authority for
redevelopment and recommendations implemented, including construction of Neid Lane access road from
Phalen Boulevard to Arcade Street, construction of recreation space on the site of the Hamm Brewery
grain elevators, addition of a playground at John A. Johnson Scheol, and development of housing in the
vicinity of the Phalen Boulevard/Payne Avenue intersection; and

WHEREAS, the Hamm Brewery Reuse Study and Vision Plan (2004) analyzed the functional
design and structure of the brewery buildings on the south side of Minnehaha Avenue and detailed for the
Housing and Redevelopment Authority, owner of the site, a range of options for adaptive reuse of the site
and its buildings; and

WHEREAS, a Planning Commission resolution initiating the planning process for the Phalen
Atlantic amendment to the Phalen Corridor Development Strategy (2005) identified two additional
neighborhoods for study, including the Triangle neighborhood (bounded by East 7™ Street, Johnson
Parkway, the railroad tracks, and Earl Street) and the Brewery neighborhood (bounded by Arcade Street,
Phalen Boulevard, the Bruce Vento Regional Trail, and Minnehaha Avenue), noting in particular the
deteriorating housing in an industrially zoned area; and

WHEREAS, contamination at the City-owned Building 17 site, southwest of Arcade Street at Neid
Lane, has been remediated to industrial development standards with grant funding from the state
Department of Employment and Economic Development, making the site ready for redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, development concepts for Beacon Bluff, the former 3M site generally northeast of
the Arcade/East 7% intersection, were approved by a community advisory committee in 2009 and the St.
Paul Port Authority, owner of the site, is nearing the end of its first year of marketing its vacant land and
existing buildings; and

WHEREAS, St. Paul Port Authority staff has indicated a preference for incorporating the Beacon
Bluff development concepts into a new/updated plan for the area; and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Near East Side Task Force study is to determine how lands within the
study boundaries can be used to enhance and sustain the economic, social and physical prosperity of the
city’s Near East Side; and

WHEREAS, the focus of the study will be industrial/commercial redevelopment and the
employment base, accompanied by an investigation into the status of housing within the area and the
transition between industrial/commercial development and surrounding residential uses; and

WHEREAS, the Invest Saint Pau/initiative and Neighborhood Stabilization Programs include
plans for the revitalization of the housing stock in the immediate area; and

WHEREAS, an additional focus will be a zoning study to implement the planning
recommendations in the planning study; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Planning and Economic Development, in collaboration with other
City departments, will provide staff to facilitate the planning process, provide technical assistance and,
with input from stakeholders and residents, will produce a planning document.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Planning Commission hereby initiates the
formation of the Near East Side Task Force to assist the Commission in the preparation of the Near £ast
Side Small Area Plan for the area within the boundaries of the attached map; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, recommendations from adopted small area plans and other
planning decuments that have not been implemented and continue to be relevant will be incorporated
into the Near East Side Smalf Area Plam, and

the Commission and one community resident to serve as co-chairs of the Near East Side Task Force; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the chair of the Planning Commission appoint an additional
Commission member to the Near East Side Task Force; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Near East Side Task Force include representatives from the

Leslie,

I hope this reaches you in time for your Board meeting tonight. Another day got away from me, but I remember I
promised you some written comments to share at your meeting tonight.
Please pass this on to your Board:

The City of Saint Paul is expecting to receive $2,050,000 of NSP funds from HUD in Spring 2011 and an additional
$550,000 of NSP funds from Minnesota Housing. These dollars are a continuation of HUD's Neighborhood Stabilization
Fund, of which the City has already received, and is in the process of spending, $28m so far. HUD is referring to this
new funding as "NSP3".

HUD has asked Saint Paul to propose a plan for the funds, and in doing so they have directed us to tightly focus the
geography of the target neighborhood, to concentrate the investment into a small area. In turn, Minnesota Housing has
asked that their dollars be used in the same place. So, City staff was charged with the responsibility of settling on one
good spot in the City to invest the entire $2.5m.

We're proposing the dollars be spent in an area roughly bound by Payne, Arcade Phalen Blvd and Maryland.

These are dollars meant to be spent on acquisition of vacant, foreclosed homes and either rehabbing them or
demolishing and building new.

We are going to publish our plans publically next week and ask for public comment. I hope you will be inspired to
submit comments in support of our plan.

Leslie has been briefed on our plans, and I look forward to meeting with all of you at an upcoming Board meeting to tell
you more.
